Meanwhile, women's access to financing from formal financial institutions for micro, small, and medium enterprises (MSMEs) owned by women is currently only around 27 percent. So we need another alternative to providing business opportunities for women.

Indonesia Zakat Outlook 2021 mentioned the potential for zakat to reach IDR 327.6 trillion. Therefore, the distribution of zakat has the potential to support the achievement of gender equality and women's empowerment if managed properly. LAZNAS Rumah Zakat, since 2019, has had a female entrepreneur fund the program through productive zakat. Therefore, it is interesting to study the mechanisms and impacts of the utilization of zakat on female beneficiaries. The research that researchers will do uses qualitative research methods that use primary sources in the form of final program reports from Rumah Zakat. The results of the research show that, through the women's entrepreneurship funding program, which consists of cash assistance and technical assistance, it has a positive impact on beneficiary women, especially technical assistance, which has proven to be able to increase the number of unpaid workers with lots of family participation. In addition, this program has been proven to increase the profits of the majority of entrepreneurs. So that the ideals of productive zakat are the long-term welfare of beneficiary women, turning them into muzakki has great potential to be achieved through the Women's Entrepreneurial Funding program by Rumah Zakat.

Introduction

Economic activity during the Covid-19 pandemic has caused many institutions to cut their growth forecasts for the global economy. For Indonesia itself, the Minister of Finance, Sri Mulyani Indrawati predicted that economic growth in the worst scenario could reach minus 0.4%. Meanwhile, overall growth in the tax revenue component until the end of March 2020 was still sourced from taxes on household consumption, although tax revenues were still overshadowed by pressure due to the weakening trend in the manufacturing industry and international trade activity, as well as weakening economic activity due to the spread of Covid-19.

The United Nations Entity for Gender Equality and Women's Empowerment (UN Women), in collaboration with the Alliance of Independent Journalists (AJI) Jakarta and Indosat Ooredoo, conducted a survey titled Assessing the Impact of COVID-19 on Gender and Achievement of Sustainable Development Goals in Indonesia.' The results of this survey report reveal that the pandemic has exacerbated women's economic vulnerability and gender inequality in Indonesia. This has the potential to threaten progress toward achieving the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). According to UN Women, 82% of women who are highly dependent on family businesses have lost income due to the pandemic.

Indonesia has a closer interest in encouraging policy coordination between G-20 member countries in order to lead to recovery and maintain the creation of a strong, sustainable, and balanced global economic system. As a country with the largest Muslim population in the world, Muslims can provide their best role through various forms or models of philanthropy in Islamic economics and finance. Economic Islamization cannot stand alone without the Islamization of every Muslim and the Islamization of society. Among Islamic philanthropy that has the potential to make a major contribution to the economic growth of the ummah is the utilization of zakat. The distribution of zakat has the potential to support the achievement of gender equality and women's empowerment if managed properly.

LAZNAS Rumah Zakat, in collaboration with UNDP Indonesia, in the range of 2019 to 2021, has a women entrepreneur funding program through productive zakat for micro and small businesses (UMK) led by women for economic programs. This funding is part of the Empowered Village program, which consists of several types of funding. Rumah Zakat is a non-governmental organization that manages zakat, infaq, alms, and other social funds through community empowerment programs. Through the Empowered Village program, Rumah Zakat is committed to converting its mustahik (those entitled to receive zakat funds) into muzakki (zakat payers).
 Therefore researchers are interested in examining the implementation and impact of the program on women beneficiaries of zakat.

Previous studies have discussed women's empowerment through zakat several times. Among them is research conducted by several researchers, namely: First, Dewi Laela Hilyatin with the title Empowerment of Women Through Utilization of Zakat in the journal Yin Yang, Vol. 9 No. 2 in 2014. The results of this study indicate that creative and innovative zakat empowerment patterns are still focused on men who are considered the head of the household and are positioned as hunters. Even if you understand the theories of gender equality between men and women have equal roles and functions. Both have rights and obligations according to their respective roles, functions and abilities.
 Second,Abdurrohman Kasdi with the title Building Independence through Women's Philanthropy; The Potential of Generosity for the Empowerment of Indonesian Women in the journal Palastren, Vol. 12, No. 1 of 2019. The results of the study show that philanthropic activity for women's independence has great potential by optimizing the potential of women themselves as supporters and donors of the program. In fact, women's philanthropy has become a significant contribution both socially and economically, which shows the role of women as agents of social change.
 Building Independence through Women's Philanthropy; The Potential of Generosity for the Empowerment of Indonesian Women Third, Dyah Pikanthi Diwanti, et al. with the title Empowerment of Women Through Family Economic Business Development 'Aisyiyah (Bueka) in the Nusantara journal in 2019. The results of the study show that BUEKA PCA Mergangsan has succeeded in assisting members in developing the interests and talents of members, with members having their own business they can help the family's economy after being given various skills training, and some members already have a business that they practice after attending training from BUEKA.

Several previous studies that the authors encountered have discussed a lot about women's economic empowerment. However, to describe the novelty of this study, the authors describe it as follows: The first research has the same object as the research that the author did, but the previous research was only limited to describing the concept of women's empowerment and its urgency, while this research discusses specific cases where women's empowerment programs through zakat have been implemented. The second study discusses women's philanthropy for women's empowerment in the sense of women for women. Even though they both discussed women's economic empowerment through zakat, this paper will discuss the empowerment of women through the programs of Islamic philanthropic institutions, more specifically with a certain locus. While the third study has a different empowerment method, namely through the business development of certain institutions, Even though both come from a case, the object of the researcher's writing is more specific in discussing women's economic empowerment through zakat, which was developed by a special institution.

Departing from this phenomenon and previous research gaps, researchers are interested in discussing the system of women's economic empowerment through the women's entrepreneur financing program at Rumah Zakat and how the impact of the program on beneficiary women is based on an analysis of gender-based economic empowerment. Therefore, to answer the formulation of the problem, the researcher used library research with a qualitative-descriptive type of research. The primary data source used is the results of the final report of the program studied at Rumah Zakat in the form of booklets, and secondary data is in the form of literature discussing zakat and women's empowerment.
Productive Zakat Concept

Welfare is one of the principles of the Indonesian nation. This is contained in the fourth principle of Pancasila, namely "social welfare for all Indonesian people". Efforts to improve people's welfare by the Indonesian government are carried out in various sectors. One of them is the distribution of economic welfare. Economic problems often have an impact on the emergence of new problems in social and individual life.

In order to narrow the economic gap between communities, Law No. 38 of 1999 regulates the obligation of zakat for every Muslim. Through this law, the Indonesian Muslim community can use the pretext of religion to help resolve economic problems between communities.
 Namely by channeling zakat to other Muslims to help with their daily needs, either periodically or not.
The directive to distribute zakat is frequently accompanied by an instruction to engage in religious rituals.  One of the verses that explains the command to issue zakat is QS. At-Taubah verse 103. In Islam, zakat is a worship that contains two aspects, namely material and social aspects. This is in line with Yusuf al Qardhawi's opinion, that the two aspects touched upon in zakat are important aspects of human life.
 Contemporary fiqh scholars; Sheikh Yusuf Qardhawi categorizes zakat as a religious service that has the function of realizing social welfare, namely by encouraging groups with weak economies to be able to support their lives.
Based on its use, Zakat can be distributed to mustahiq in two ways, namely consumptive zakat and productive zakat. In short, consumptive zakat is zakat given to meet the needs of mustahiq. While productive zakat is zakat that is not spent on personal needs but is given to be developed and managed so that it can help in the longer term.

Productive zakat is one of the innovations in the field of philanthropy which does not only target the welfare of mustahiq, but is accompanied by a target for the emergence of social and economic independence.
 The concept of productive zakat aspires to make the group whose status was originally mustahiq, after receiving the benefits of productive zakat, it is hoped that one day their status will change to become muzakki.

The Qur'an has mentioned the mustahiq zakat groups, namely Fakir, poor, gharim, Ibn Sabil, Muallaf, Riqab (slave) and Sabilillah. but in terms of the distribution of productive zakat, zakat mustahiq who are entitled to receive productive zakat are the poor, Amil zakat and Muallaf. While the most prioritized are the poor and poor.

The distribution of productive zakat is carried out with the aim of supporting the economic growth of the poor. Productive zakat is an activity that is conceptualized by analyzing a problem of a person or group of people then making a problem alleviation plan; for example the problem of poverty, lack of jobs, or insufficient income. The practice is in the form of zakat distribution that is productive or can be used as a tool to increase income.

Productive zakat can be distributed in various ways, for example by providing business capital to mustahiq, providing capital for social projects such as schools, places of worship, providing capital to create health facilities, providing capital for small business development and others. In addition, giving zakat in the form of goods that can be used in the context of productivity is also included in this category. For example the distribution of zakat in the form of business tools, sewing machines, and livestock.
 These two categories of examples certainly have the same goal of maintaining the zakat component so that it can help improve the welfare of mustahiq zakat.

Regarding the law of productive zakat, the Al-Qur'an and Hadith do not say absolutely in their texts. Mustahiq zakat is written clearly in religious texts, but the practice of its distribution is a dynamic realm of ijtihad, so that it can be adjusted according to the place, time and conditions. Distributing zakat with the aim of empowering it is not a zakat practice that is contrary to Islamic law. Thus, productive zakat is actually something that is permissible and even highly recommended if you look at the current condition of the Indonesian society's economic disparities.
 In the Indonesian context, the Indonesian Ulema Council (MUI) also issued a fatwa that allows the use of zakat for business capital. This is stated in Fatwa Number 4 of 2003 concerning the Use of Zakat Funds for istithmār (investment).

Productive distribution of zakat has also been going on for a long time. Masfuk Zuhdi said that Caliph Umar bin Al-Khatab always gave the poor financial assistance from zakat which was not just to fill their stomachs in the form of a little money or food, but a number of capital in the form of camels and other things to make ends meet and their families' needs.
 

As for the funds for channeling productive zakat activities, it would be nice if they were managed by the Amil Zakat Institution because LAZ is a trusted organization for allocating, utilizing, and distributing zakat funds. Because these institutions do not give zakat just like that, but they assist, provide direction and training so that the zakat funds are actually used as working capital so that the zakat recipients earn decent and independent income.

Indonesia is a country with the largest Muslim population in the world, so zakat distribution institutions are important here. This is done so that the implementation of zakat is more accommodated and its distribution is more targeted because it is managed by people who are qualified in their fields. Regarding the management of zakat, it is regulated in Law Number 23 of 2011. The law explains that there are two institutions that manage zakat; namely the Amil Zakat Agency which is managed by the government and the Amil Zakat Institution which is managed by the community.

However, at present, there is still a lack of public trust in zakat management institutions and they tend to distribute zakat by giving it directly to mustahiq. This is not something wrong, but the distribution of zakat through management institutions is certainly a renewal that should be appreciated and supported. Therefore, zakat management institutions; especially for the productive zakat program, it is appropriate to improve the quality of service so that more and more muzakki turn to the concept of productive zakat.

The management of productive zakat in both the Amil Zakat Agency and the Amil Zakat Institution must be based on Islamic law which is based on the Qur'an and hadith, and has a principle of openness. In addition, zakat institutions must also keep up with the times; including the use of modern management and administration systems. This is expected to foster trust in the community.

There are several things that become the basic principles of productive zakat management institutions, namely:

1. Because productive zakat is not directly consumptive, the basic needs of ust be fulfilled.

2. Zakat funds must be used to turn the wheels of the economy by making businesses that generate long-term sources of income.

3. Productive zakat is intended to educate zakat recipients to be independent so that the target is the lower middle class even the poor who want to advance their economy.

4. The selection of productive zakat business fields must consider the social conditions and abilities of mustahiq.

5. There is assistance for the utilization of productive zakat benefits. This assistance can be in the form of regular technical or management education.

6. Productive zakat distribution should have a certain time limit to measure the level of success. Furthermore, mustahiq are expected to be able to manage themselves and have a more independent economy.

7. There is a guarantee from the institution when the productive zakat utilization program fails.

The way to distribute productive zakat is by providing capital in the form of loans. The loan here is not in the form of forest that must be paid, but mustahiq's responsibility for the flow of goods or capital from productive zakat.
 Therefore, assistance after the distribution of productive zakat really needs to be carried out by zakat institutions so that the goal of improving the mustahiq's economy can achieve maximum results.
Gender Based Economic Empowerment

Empowerment in language,  comes from the word empowerment (powerful or powerless). Empowerment intends to direct a person or community so that they can have power over their own lives. Empowerment is the process of granting access in honing social, economic and position awareness to be able to create a better life than before. Empowerment is a transformation of power relations between men and women at four different levels, namely family, society, market and state. This is not meant to take the place of men, but to give women the same opportunities and responsibilities as men.

In its history, Islam places women in a noble position. Since ancient times, it is not uncommon for women to play a role in the development of civilization. From the political, social, economic, educational, and other matters related to the benefit of the people. But the problems that accompany it are no less numerous; so that inequality between men and women is still a problem that needs to be resolved.

In order to realize gender equality and justice, the Indonesian government provided evidence of the issuance of Presidential Decree Number 9 of 2000 concerning Gender Mainstreaming (PUG) in National Development which instructs all State officials, including Governors and Regents/Mayors to implement PUG in all parts of Indonesia.

United Nations Development Program(UNDP); an organization that focuses on poverty alleviation and economic development in Indonesia compiled the Human DevelopmentIndex/HDI formula. Then in response to the issue of gender equality, HDI developed a new formula that facilitates a gender perspective, namely the Gender Development Index (GDI) and Gender Empowerment Measure (GEM).
 The GDI has a main focus on achieving women, namely life expectancy, education and income per capita (PPP). Meanwhile, GEM has a focus on women's achievements in the socio-economic and political spheres. GEM pays attention to women's empowerment activities in politics, government and economic activities.
The gap between men and women over time has begun to find bright spots towards improvement. Awareness of equality is starting to be echoed not only in academic circles, but in general as a society. Empowerment of women can be realized in various sectors; among others are:

1. Family

2. In the family, women should take part in economic activities; for example the distribution of family finances, the selection of children's school places, family event arrangements.

3. Social

4. In the social sphere, women's empowerment can be through discussions or deliberations that place women's views as something that can be considered.

5. Political

6. In the life of the state, today women have begun to take an active part in politics and government; ranging from village to national scope. This proves that women are able to compete with men in a healthy manner.

7. Economy

8. In the economic sector; For example, in entrepreneurship, women also have the same rights as men. In fact, it is not uncommon to find economic actors in the market as women. That way, women's role in helping to improve the family economy is not something that needs to be denied.

One of the important things in empowering women is economic matters. Provision of economic knowledge does not only need to be given to men as breadwinners. Women must also get similar opportunities to support their family's economy; especially if the income provided by the husband is still not sufficient for the needs of the household. In order not to get entangled in the wheel of poverty, women also need to be literate in the economic transformation of the current era. So that women's economic empowerment is not just a discourse that is echoed, but must be realized immediately.

In Indonesia, the female population is around 136 thousand, while the male population is 138 thousand. This almost equal number of women and men means that women have the same potential as men to contribute to advancing the economy and development of the Indonesian nation.
 Women's economic welfare cannot be separated from education. Education certainly influences women's awareness of their empowerment in fulfilling the basic aspects of life; namely clothing, food and boards.

Indonesia is a country that is very rich in natural resources and rich in traditions, customs and culture. This potential should be able to improve the standard of living of its people. However, the problem is that all the existing potentials have not been able to break women's empowerment in Indonesia.
 Of course, this does not only have to be the concern of one party in this case the government, but all levels of society and even self-awareness.

There has not been a significant impact between the many potentials and the equitable distribution of community empowerment in Indonesia, which can be seen in the limited role of women in the private sector. In fact, there are still many women who depend abroad for their lives as female workers with jobs that tend not to encourage them to be financially independent for a long time. In addition, women workers are still overshadowed by society's stigma against working women, not to mention the problems of oppression, harassment, and even human trafficking that haunt women.

Education for women has a positive effect on economic growth. This is in accordance with the hypothesis of endogenous growth theory which states human capital as the most important source of growth. Improving the quality of human resources through education will increase the knowledge and skills possessed by workers and will affect productivity through more efficient production methods.

At least there are several things that affect women's productivity in terms of the economy when women's economic awareness grows, namely

1. Women have higher expectations of success when pursuing education.

2. Awareness of education leads women to be productive in various ways, such as agriculture, industry, and other entrepreneurs. While those that do not have a direct impact on the economy are awareness of learning about health, and maturity at marriage age.

3. Educated mothers bring generations (children) with better care.

The things above show that education is one of the things that underlies women's awareness in improving their economy. This is in line with previous research conducted by Klasen and Lesmana which stated that gender inequality in education directly and indirectly has a negative impact on economic growth.

Along with awareness regarding women's empowerment and knowledge related to economic independence, there are problems faced in living these ideals. The problem with women's empowerment today is not only the capital owned by the government or an institution. Another obstacle that is much more difficult to overcome is the lack of qualified skills possessed by women so that this greatly hinders the development of the business that they will undertake.

Some things that can be done in the process of empowering women, for example, are:

1. Skills training relevant to individual abilities

2. Training on the utilization of natural resources around their residence so that they can be processed to improve the economy

3. Provide knowledge related to good business management

4. Training on the use of relationships, promotions, and confidence in building a business

5. Training related to financial management and economic priority scale.

In the end, in the framework of women's empowerment, it needs to be emphasized that the things above are concepts that not only can be done by men, but women can also be empowered in similar matters. Not to bring men and women down on each other, on the contrary, namely to contribute equally to the economic progress of the Indonesian nation; or at least economic progress in each other's lives.

Women's Entrepreneur Funding Program at Rumah Zakat

Rumah Zakat is one of the national amil zakat institutions belonging to the people of Indonesia which manages zakat, infaq, alms, and other humanitarian funds through a series of integrated programs in the fields of education, health, economy, and the environment, to create happiness for people in need. Rumah Zakat was established in July 1998 with the previous name Ummul Quro Social Wallet. Rumah Zakat is a certified National Amil Zakat Institution (LAZ) based on the Minister of Religion Decree No. 421/2015 and Decree of the Minister of Religion No. 42 of 2007. RZ has been actively operating following the Indonesian Zakat Law No.23 of 2011.

One of the best programs owned by Rumah Zakat is the Empowered Village Program which aims to provide social protection and empower women through a sub-program in the form of funding for women entrepreneurs. Desa Empowered is committed to converting its mustahik (those entitled to receive zakat funds) into muzakki (zakat payers). It is hoped that the beneficiaries of Empowered Villages can gain economic independence through the formation of community-based MSEs, which are called Community-Owned Enterprises (BUMMas).

Rumah Zakat targets poor women who run UMK as recipients of the Women Entrepreneurship Funding Program. Based on reports on zakat distribution activities, there were 1,605 Empowered Villages, 1,051 Inspiration Volunteers, and 245,821 beneficiaries from January to November 2019.

The data for Respondents to the Women's Entrepreneurship Funding Program can be seen in the following table. A total of 180 women running UMK from two provinces, West Java (121 female entrepreneurs) and East Java (59 female entrepreneurs), were sampled. All Inspiration Volunteers and beneficiaries from the two regions are invited. However, most of the feedback came from beneficiaries in West Java (67.2%).

There are four types of assistance in the Women's Entrepreneurship Funding Program: cash assistance to support venture capital and technical assistance, including entrepreneurship training, business licenses, and product quality improvement. The Women's Entrepreneurship Funding Program is categorized based on three programs, namely:

1. Basic Entrepreneurship Program. It is an economic empowerment program to increase MSEs by providing traditional shop assistance and technical assistance.

2. Advanced Entrepreneurship Program. This program is carried out to encourage the sustainability of community businesses by initiating business unions, developing products, strengthening business networks, and business capital.

3. Sustainable Entrepreneurship Program. This program encourages the establishment of BUMMas to support the sustainability of business entities.

The majority of women entrepreneurs who take advantage of the Women's Entrepreneurship Funding Program claim to be in charge of their businesses. However, there are 4.4% where the responsibility for the business lies with the husband, 1.7% is the responsibility of someone other than family, and 0.6% is the responsibility of the children or in-laws. Report data explains that women entrepreneurs whose business is the responsibility of their children or daughter-in-law are women entrepreneurs over the age of 60.

Some of the housewives must leave the house to meet customers or vice versa due to their way of the business is conducted. About half of businesses are run at home (49.44%). Meanwhile, 29.44% of businesses are run both inside and outside the home, and 21.11% work completely outside the home. As for the funding itself, around 42.44% started receiving funding in 2019, and 34.88% of them started receiving funding in 2020. With the frequency of disbursement adjusted to the needs of the beneficiary MSEs. The details of the funds are as follows. Some MSEs receive funds of less than IDR 1 million, while others can receive IDR 6 million and above. Although there are no specific figures regarding the maximum amount of funding from Rumah Zakat,

In addition to funding in the form of cash, Rumah Zakat also assigns Inspirational Volunteers to provide technical assistance at least three times a month, both formal and informal to all beneficiaries. More than half of women entrepreneurs receive assistance less than six times a month. There are 19% of women entrepreneurs who have only received assistance twice in the last month.
 From the explanation above it can be seen that the assistance provided consisted of two aspects, namely material in the form of cash and technical assistance.

The Women Entrepreneur Funding Program has produced positive impacts in several aspects, including changes in the number of paid and unpaid workers involved in business operations as an indicator of business growth, condition of capital, business loans, and household profits and savings of this woman entrepreneur. Most of these MSEs run by women do not increase unpaid workers. However, 7.2% of the 180 women entrepreneurs experienced additional unpaid workers with one, two, or three unpaid workers after receiving funds from Rumah Zakat. This means that after receiving technical assistance from the Women's Entrepreneurship Funding Program, a small number of businesses can involve more family members to participate in the business. On the other hand, 89, The 4% of beneficiaries above did not increase or decrease their unpaid workers. Therefore, the continuity of the RZ program and the assistance provided by Volunteers for Inspiration will further contribute to the possibility of better performance of women's small and micro enterprises.

Along with the shift in the number of salaried personnel, there was also a change in first responders' profits beginning in the early 2020 timeframe (before COVID-19). 11.11% of small firms reported no change in profit, 12.96% of them reported a decline in profit, and 75.93% of small and micro businesses reported an increase in profit. In general, women entrepreneurs start their businesses with very small capital. About 69% of them started their business with capital of less than IDR 1 million.
 This is the MSE run by poor households. Most of them are beneficiaries of the government's social protection program, and what they do is to meet their basic needs. There is a positive business performance by looking at the average change in the monthly profit of small and micro businesses.

Analysis of the Impact of the Women's Entrepreneurial Funding Program through Productive Zakat

The Women's Entrepreneurial Funding Program owned by Rumah Zakat certainly brings fresh air for middle to lower women who want to develop a business or who want to start a business. More or less, this program has targeted many women entrepreneurs, especially in the Java region. Based on data findings from the institution's annual report, it is known that there were two significant impacts from the funding program. First, is the change in the number of paid and unpaid workers involved in business operations as an indicator of business growth, condition of capital, business loans, as well as the woman entrepreneur's household profits and savings. Most of these MSEs run by women do not increase unpaid workers. However, 7.2% of the 180 women entrepreneurs experienced additional unpaid workers with one, two, or three unpaid workers after receiving funds from Rumah Zakat. Second, there is a change in profit from the first respondent starting up to the early 2020 period (before Covid-19). Most of the small and micro businesses (75.93%) reported an increase in profit, and 11.11% of small businesses reported no change in profit, while 12.96% of them reported a decrease in profit.

If one looks at the data's first impact, one can see that the neighborhood surrounding the program's participants has benefited from the development of entrepreneurial abilities. According to the research's findings, 7.2% of the 180 women business owners had an additional unpaid worker of one to three workers.
 In this instance, it indicates that the benevolent women entrepreneurs have been successful in elevating family members to management positions. So that the training program for technical support offered by Rumah Zakat has a genuine effect on the viability of the beneficiary's business and the neighborhood. Regarding the second effect, it is evident that most entrepreneurs have witnessed a considerable boost in their profits.

Analysis of the impact of the funding program when viewed from the indicators of activity effectiveness can be seen through the following simple table.

Talking about gender-based economic empowerment, at least there are indicators which affect the productivity of women in economic terms, ie

1. Women have higher expectations of success when pursuing education.

2. Awareness of education leads women to be productive in various ways, such as agriculture, industry, and other entrepreneurs. 

3. Educated mothers bring generations (children) with better care.

Based on the above concept, the need for education for women greatly influences the level of women's economic productivity, so that women's economic improvement can develop along with the development of the level of education. The program for funding women entrepreneurs through productive zakat from Rumah Zakat, when viewed from the indicators of gender-based economic empowerment, it can be found that the technical assistance provided in the form of training and guidance for women entrepreneurs can be categorized as a transfer of knowledge in doing business for women entrepreneurs.

The participation of family members who participate in managing the business defines that women entrepreneurs can also educate family members and the surrounding community to participate in developing the economy. The education referred to here is not limited to the level of formal education, but any education that can be useful for developing women's insights towards awareness to be more empowered and have the same opportunities as men in any field, especially the economy. Given that the average age of beneficiaries in the program is 30-40 years, technical education is needed more than theory.

Closing

Productive zakat is a form of reform in Islamic philanthropy. namely in the form of distributing zakat which is empowering mustahiq in a longer period of time than zakat which is consumptive. Productive zakat can be in the form of providing capital and facilities used by mustahiq for entrepreneurship. But of course it is also balanced with knowledge related to management and knowledge in managing productive zakat.

Everyone must have knowledge of economics; both men and women without any restrictions. The concept of productive zakat which provides capital, facilities and knowledge for entrepreneurship is certainly very beneficial for women who incidentally have no obligation to earn a living. With the empowerment of women in the form of productive zakat, it has the potential to improve the welfare of women's lives; even his family. One proof of the impact of productive zakat on women's economic welfare can be seen in the Women's Entrepreneurial Funding program conducted by LAZ Rumah Zakat. The program has had a positive impact on women who become mustahiq, especially in terms of developing entrepreneurial skills which enable these women to benefit economically. Funding and knowledge channeled by Rumah Zakat is a capital for business continuity run by mustahiq. Thus, the ideals of productive zakat in the form of long-term welfare for mustahiq and making mustahiq as muzakki have great potential to be achieved through the Women's Entrepreneurial Funding program by Rumah Zakat.

The researchers are hoping that the same approach may be put into place in additional BAZs and LAZs across Indonesia so that the principles of economic empowerment can be fairly spread and long-lasting. Future academics can contribute fresh study on gender-based economic empowerment by using different options or forms of charity, such waqf, which has a lot of potential to grow in Indonesia.
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
